The Journey Begins

The pioneering efforts to develop a fleet
that could meet the needs of the growing
community began early in the 20* century
and continued over many years as the state
was established and grew.

However, some of these ambitious efforts
came to abrupt ends. The beautiful Sarah A,
a training ship used by the Betar movement's
maritime school in Italy, ran aground in 1937.
In 1938, the Rachaf, owned by the Nachshon
company, met its end on the rocky beaches
of Cyprus. Yet even these setbacks helped
to build the foundations of a new legacy of
maritime shipping, driven by companies like
Palestine Maritime Lloyd Ltd., the Borchard
family’s Atid Company and by ships like the
Tel Aviv, owned by Palestine Shipping Co. Ltd.
The crews of these ships would become the
first sea-going generation and the founders
of the Israeli merchant fleet.

These shipping companies were joined by
veterans of the British navy that had fought
in the naval battles of WWII, as well as by
leaders of the covert immigration movement
that boldly attempted to smuggle Jewish
refugees to safety. They faced tremendous
obstacles, and often grave danger, to build
the Israeli shipping industry out of nothing.

Zim'’s visionary founders understood that all
of these elements would have to join forces
and focus their efforts in order to establish a
national shipping company that would be a vital
part of the future state’s transportation system,
economy and commerce. But besides their
long-term vision for the national future, they
first faced a more urgent task: building a fleet
that would bring the remaining Jewish refugees
out of the ravaged remains of war-torn Europe.

Heroic Attempts

Atid was founded in 1934 by the
Borchard family, a German Jewish
family who had prospered in the
shipping industry until the Nazi rise to
power. Atid’s ships played an active role
in Israel’s War of Independence and
were used to train sailors and shipping
experts, many of whom would continue
their careers at Zim.
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Har Zion and its sister ship Har Carmel,
both owned by Palestine Maritime
Lloyd Ltd., made great strides in
the development of local maritime
shipping. However, WWII interrupted
these efforts and the Har Zion was sunk
by a German submarine in 1941.
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The Nachshon company’s sailing ship
Rahaf ran aground on the rocky shore
of Cyprus in 1938, losing three seamen.
Nachshon would eventually become
one of Zim's founding companies.

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Kedmah sets sail

The dark smoke billowing from the white
ship’s towering smokestacks may have
fueled the imaginations of journalists
and spectators, but it was actually a
sign of mechanical problems that would
plague the ship and become the butt
of mechanics’ jokes. As the company’s
first ship, the Kedmah's initial steps
were hesitant, but she was destined to
overcome all obstacles and make dozens
of voyages that would carry thousands of
passengers to Israel’s shores.
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In 1947, the crew of Zim's first ship, the Kedmah, was sent to the port of Antwerp

where the ship was undergoing renovations before setting out. The renovations
lasted many months.
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Welcome Kedmah

The Israel Maritime League was a voluntary organization whose goal was to
promote maritime education and awareness in Mandatory Palestine. The
organization was one of the most important supporters of Zim’s founding and
the purchase of its first ship
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The Shadow Fleet
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With the help of a Cypriot ally, the ship agent Prodromos Papavassiliou, the
ships were kept in good working condition by their captains, Captain Gad Hilb
and Captain “lke” Aharonovich, formerly commander of the famous Exodus
(see page 23). On the day the State of Israel was declared, the captains raised
the flag and the “Pans” immediately became known as Zim ships, renamed the
Azmaut and Komemiut. Many of the immigrants freed from the camps in Cyprus
would return to Israel on the newly-named ships.
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The illegal immigration operations reached their peak in the months leading up to
Israel’s independence. In 1947, the British fleet rerouted the two largest immigrant
ships, the Pan York and the Pan Crescent, to Cyprus. The refugees and would-be
immigrants were placed in internment camps while the ship’s crews remained on
deck and kept the ships seaworthy.

Raising the Flag

that had been previously forbidden under the British mandate.
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In October of that year, the Eilat,
which had also recently joined Zim
and was displaying the company’s
seven stars, anchored in the port
of Benghazi, Libya, to pick up the
city's Jewish community. The mission
was conducted in secrecy for fear of
opposition from the authorities and
violence from local mobs. The crews
were prepared to cut the ships’ ropes
if necessary, quickly escaping to sea
in case of attack.

In the Heat of Battle 1721 Nyv1l
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As Israel's War of Independence raged, the "Old Ladies" of Zim —a collection of
rickety, obsolete ships — continued to bring thousands of new immigrants to the
reborn country. Negbah, Zim's second ship, entered service in the middle of the
War of Independence. Zim decided to name this new ship in honor of kibbutz
Negbah, founded by the Shomer Hatzair youth movement, which was fighting to
defend the Negev region from Egyptian invasion. On the Negbah's first voyage
from Europe, it brought five hundred refugees from the Apeldoorn DP camp in
the Netherlands. The refugees, all children, had come from throughout Europe.
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Galilah - Zim's third passenger ship, joined the small fleet in September of 1948.

The tragicomic episode made
big headlines, but the ship’s crew promised Graetz that they would never be
interviewed on the subject, allowing the storm to blow over.
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In 1958, under the command of Captain “lke” Aharonovich, the Avraham Graetz "IN 0T NR 07 7100 17 A7, 7 YAz T TR 2710 2R
experienced a fuel shortage on its way to the United States. In order to avoid
the expense of being towed to safety, the captain instructed that the wooden
lids of the storage compartments be burned in the furnaces, allowing the ship
to successfully reach its destination.

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Broadening Horizons

The people of Zim felt their confidence grow, after
overcoming the many obstacles they had faced
in order to build a fleet and successful shipping
lines under the most difficult conditions. They
came to recognize their own ability to expand,
build strong foundations and stand shoulder to
shoulder with the major players in the world of
international shipping.

The thirty-six ships that were built in Germany
from 1954 through 1960 as part of war reparations
included modern passenger and cargo ships
as well as cutting-edge specialty ships such as
tankers, refrigeration ships and bulk cariers. These
allowed Zim to establish routes around the globe
and set up offices in hundreds of port cities. Dr.
Wydra’s vision of a million-ton cargo capacity
was quickly changing from a distant dream to
an exciting reality.

Zim's success attracted the attention of
developing nations around the world, striving
to establish their own merchant fleets. Ghana
was the first country to try to follow Zim’s model,
with its government forming a partnership with
Zim to establish the Black Star Line. This led to
another partnership with Burma, where the Five
Star Line was established. Meanwhile, Zim was
busy creating a network of business relationships
and trade routes throughout Africa and Asia.
The company also sent its ships to the Great
Lakes and the west coast of the US, as well as
to South America and Australia, building vibrant
commercial ventures worldwide. The number of
international routes came to rival the number
of "home lines” that reached in and out of the
ports of lsrael.

Reparations Ships

German reparations were the subject of heated political debates in the young
State of Israel. However, Zim's leadership took advantage of them with an
ambitious and detailed procurement plan. German shipyards were clamoring
for employment and, with oversight from Zim’s new planning and shipbuilding
department, they laid the groundwork for a modern and specialized merchant
fleet. The reparations agreements created favorable financial conditions, but
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did not directly pay for the cost of the ships, which instead came entirely out
of Zim's budget.

The launching of a new ship became a routine event in this era, accompanied
by the ceremonial breaking of a champagne bottle on the ship’s bow for luck
and safe travels, in the best maritime tradition.
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The dramatic launching of the reparations ship Kesarya from the Jos L. Meyer
shipyard on the Ems river in Papenburg, Germany, August 1958. The Kesarya
was a general cargo ship and went on to become a training ship for both sailors
and officers. Years later, the ship was renamed Dado in honor of David Elazar,
who became the Chairman of Zim's Board of Directors in 1974.
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The Bulk Carrier Mezada (originally spelled Massada; picture on the next page)
was launched in May 1960 at the Deutsche Werft shipyards in Hamburg. The
“Launching Lady” was Lea Pinkas, wife of the Transportation Minister.

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“Shalom” on the Waves

The 1950s and 60s saw the end of the era when
dilapidated relics would carry immigrants from
precarious situations. These relics were replaced
by modern, attractive passenger ships that the
newspapers at the time referred to as Zim's luxury
cruise ships.

Passenger ships were the common means of
transportation before the age of cheap air travel;
but Zim's directors quickly understood that the
company’s business focus had to shift to tourism.
They began offering floating luxury hotels that
sailed to exotic destinations and provided a
unique experience for passengers.

Zim's ships also became floating embassies for the
State of Israel. The passenger ships’ names and
the way their services were advertised, strongly
emphasized that they were Israeli ships — a new,
unique element in the passenger ship industry.
Throughout their years at sea, these ships carried
many celebrities of the period —singers, actors and
artists, along with ambassadors and heads of state.

The fleet's flagship vessel, Shalom, a luxury
transatlantic ship built to the highest standards
at the St. Nazaire shipyard in France, symbolized
both the peak and the decline of the era. In the
late 1960s, the financial difficulties weighing upon
the Shalom and the entire cruise ship fleet, led to
the sale of the ship and to the elimination of all of
Zim's passenger routes. The ship remained as a
happy memory for the thousands of passengers
and crew members who had traveled on the
Shalom and the other Zim cruise ships, including
Zim employees who had been invited to spend
their annual vacations onboard.

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The Shalom was an unlucky ship: political disputes
accompanied its construction, economic difficulties
affected its operations and one of its first voyages was
marred by its involvement in a tragic marine accident.

The Shalom, an extravagant cruise ship built in St Nazaire, France, captured
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the hearts of many enthusiasts: the ship was a “floating modern art museum” ST MR NPT 2w 98 [IRTIY 100 173IR.021931 YIR1 07171 7w 00T
providing unprecedented onboard luxuries and was the subject of an intensive
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advertising campaign. Although it only sailed with Zim for three years, the Shalom
left behind many fond memories.
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Shmulik Katz

Artist Shmulik Katz worked with the Zim staff for many years, with his illustrations
appearing in the company’s journal and elsewhere. Katz, a member of Kibbutz
Ga'aton, was a famous painter and caricaturist who also illustrated many children’s
books, including Leah Goldberg's "An Apartment for Rent".
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Abroad, written by poet and children’s
author O. Hillel and illustrated by
Shoshana Heyman, tells of a young
Israeli who goes abroad for the first
time, sailing on Zim's first ship, Kedma.
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"My encounters with Zim ships have always been of the
friendliest. I never incite the crew against the Captain and
Zim continue to paint my initials on the bow of all its good
ships - a gallant gesture that is fully appreciated.”

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he Zim office sign appears in many
scenes in Ephraim Kishon's Blaumilch
anal, a film that started gathering a
cult following as soon as it was released
in 1969. Zim's relationship with Kishon
began even earlier —the company asked
him to write a humorous introduction to a
cartoon booklet published for Zim cruise
passengers.

A Local Way of Life
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Israelis regarded Zim with an innocence that reflected their way of life in the 1950s and 1960s. Nostalgic
descriptions of the era could not be complete without mentioning Zim's ships and their sailors, who captivated
the imagination of the Israeli public. This may explain why the company’s ships were frequently featured in
literature and popular culture. Zim's staff, on their part, recruited the period's best artists of all kinds to work on
the company’s marketing activities, resulting in quite a few heartwarming mementos.
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Naomi Shemer

Naomi Shemer composed a melody for Zim called “Shalom on the
Waves”, as part of the Shalom advertising campaign. In exchange, she
received a trip to France onboard the Shalom. Shemer's daughter, Lali,
later found a letter in verse that her mother had written to her from the
Shalom, in which she demonstrated how much the voyage meant to
her. In 2012, long after Shemer’s death, the letter was published in a
children’s book called "How the Sun Shone for Me on the Shalom."
The lyrics to “Shalom on the Waves” were written by the famous Israeli
poet, Haim Hefer. He also traveled with Zim to the Caribbean and
wrote poetry about his experiences as a passenger.
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In 1964, the movie Dalia and the Sailors, starring the Yarkon Bridge Trio,
the Theater Club Quartet, Shaike Ophir and others, was filmed on Zim’s
cargo ship Netanya. The film was considered controversial, due to a daring
scene with partial nudity.

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Artists of the Floating World

The connection between Zim and the art world may not seem obvious, but for
many decades, Zim ships and their crews have awakened the creativity of artists,
including those who came as ship passengers, invited guests, or professionals
tasked with providing the décor for passenger lounges. They found inspiration
in the unique world of sea travel — a dynamic crossroads of nature, technology,
commerce and global culture.

In honor of its 70th anniversary celebration, Zim sponsored a unique project in
which seven international artists sailed on Zim lines, crossing oceans and creating
artwork inspired by their journeys. Their works will be displayed in seven exhibits
in port cities throughout the world.
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Works by Gershon Knispel, inspired by sailings on board Zim's ships
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Artist Dani Karavan was one of the young artists commissioned to create artwork
for the luxury ship Shalom. Karavan used unique techniques to create three
stunning murals for the Shalom’s Peace Pipe lounge, all centered on the theme
of peace. The works are displayed today in Zim's corporate headquarters in Haifa.

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The Quiet Revolution

At the end of the 1960s, Zim examined the future
of the Pacific Star Line that operated between
Japan and the US. What they saw brought them
to the conclusion that the company should once
again shift its focus to a new, innovative shipping
method: container transport. At the time, this was
a new technology in which only a few companies
had experience. It required ambitious investment
in ships, equipment, infrastructure and manpower
and especially in precise, long-term planning:
Under the leadership of then-CEO Moshe Kashti,
Zim embarked upon a new adventure, despite
doubits from within the industry (and even direct
opposition).

The far-reaching foresight that guided this
decision only became clear in retrospect, when
the Container Service grew to be Zim's sole area
of operations. Zim'’s staff were ahead of some
of the industry’s most experienced experts
in understanding the great potential of this
container revolution. The new shipping method
would change the face of world trade, decisively
influencing the global economy and, with it, the
daily lives of millions of people worldwide.

The transition to containers required expertise,
tenacity and persistence while overcoming endless
technical, human and commercial obstacles. Zim
succeeded by applying its dauntless pioneering
spirit to every aspect of the project: from building
the actual containers to establishing the routes,
terminals, array operation, service and branding.
Zim's container service, ZCS, which was established
in 1972, created the first 3-Continent-Line route,
which became a prototype for other companies.
This was a global line in the full sense of the word,
positioning the company as an innovative leader
in the world of global shipping.

For many years, Zim continued to operate
traditional cargo ships alongside a variety of
specialized ships. However, these ships gradually
disappeared in the last decade of the 20th century,
until they remained only on the pages of Zim's
history books. Container ships became Zim's
priority as the company became a member of
the small, prestigious club of container shipping
companies, operating a network of routes that
crisscross the globe.

on the sides of the route’s ships and Zim produced advertising fliers to promote the innovative service and describe its advantages to potential clients.

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In November of 1972, Mrs. Piombino, the wife of Genoa’s mayor,
launched the fleet's fourth ship. Moshe Kashti, CEO of Zim, recalled
little-known historical events in his launching address: “We named
the new ship Zim Genova to honor the people of your country and
city, who assisted our ships of refugees at the end of World War ||
and who helped us in our struggle to establish the State of Israel.”

ltalian Design

Zim's first specialty container ships were built in the Italcantieri shipyard in Genoa,
Italy. With a capacity of 1654 containers, these steamships were considered unusually
large and could reach a speed of 23 knots. Industry veterans agreed that these
were some of the most elegantly structured ships built before or since.

With the delivery of the first container ship, the Zim New York, the company’s
container service began in earnest in March 1972. The New York was followed
by the Zim Haifa, Zim Genoa and ZIM Tokyo. They had all been restructured to
increase their capacity, and a lookout point, which the crew called the “Cuckoo's
Nest”, had been constructed above each bridge.

In 1973, two additional ships were built, Zim Montreal and Zim Hong Kong, this
time at the Bremer Vulkan shipyards in Hamburg, Germany. These steamships had a
container capacity of 1504 containers and a maximum speed of 23 knots. That year,
the container service transported 8,600 full containers. In 1976, the purchase of the
Zim California was the final step in building Zim container service’s first-generation
container ship fleet. A total of 57,000 full containers were transported that year

The Zim America, the first of a series of ships built at the HDW shipyard, was
greeted with a gala event upon its arrival at its home port in Haifa in 1990. The
grand event was attended by hundreds of invited guests, including the President
of Israel and all the Zim employees in the country.

Six additional third-generation container service ships soon joined the America,
each of which had a 2,400 container capacity. In 1995, the service transported
232,000 containers and in 1996 the move to “Fixed-Schedule Weekly Service” was
completed, bringing ships to each port on the same day each week, providing
a new level of convenience and reliability for importers and exporters. The next
generation of Zim container ships, HDW 2, was delivered in 1996-1997 and had
a carrying capacity of 3,400 containers.




Stormy Seas

The 1980s and 1990s were stormy, challenging
years for Zim, who nonetheless managed to
expand and thrive. In 1981, Zim suffered tragedy
when the bulk freighter Mezada sank, with 24
crewmen lost. The shock of the loss left scars but
also generated organizational and technological
reforms which made the company a leader in
safety, making the protection of the lives aboard
the number one priority.

A worldwide shipping crisis reached its peak in
1984 and Zim was not immune. The company faced
a variety of obstacles, including a sailors’ strike that
took a toll on both the company’s services and
its finances. Without assistance from its principal
shareholder, the Israeli government, Zim's directors
adopted an intensive emergency plan which led
to a speedy recovery. By the mid-1980s, Zim had
returned to profitability and embarked on a new
path which included an increasingly specific focus
on container transport, investment in a commercial
fleet that specialized for various trade routes and
additional investments in equipment, technology
and skilled staff.

In the 1990s the company built 15 modem, state-
of-the-art container ships at the HDW shipyards
in Germany. The arrival of the first of these ships,
the Zim America, at its new home in Haifa in May
1990 was an impressive display of marine power.
This fleet of ships, which served Zim successfully
for many years, earned affection from its crew
and would be fondly remembered in years to
come. The construction of the new fleet was part
of a comprehensive strategy. Zim continued to
expand, building an impressive global network of
routes, agencies and representatives, becoming
an international company in every sense of the
word. Today, Zim containers carrying essential
commodities are transported by train, truck,
barge and of course, ship, to every corner of
the world. Zim is part of the modern economy’s
infrastructure and its containers are a familiar
sight in hundreds of ports.
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"In the struggle for survival there are always difficult
moments, but reason must prevail over emotion. I have
found splendid partners in all of you, Zim employees, in
the company’s recovery efforts following a grave crisis
that threatened Zim’s very existence".

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The container ship Zim California experienced more than its share of adventure,
drama and even tragedy at sea. In 1978, the crew fought a fire which erupted
in its engine room in the middle of the Atlantic. In 1984 the ship was seriously
damaged in Taiwan. In October 1985, two seamen, Yaakov Abu and Zion Abu,
were murdered by terrorists while on shore leave in Barcelona.
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The Indian cargo ship Damodar Tasaka was among the first to reach the survivors.
Its captain and crew demonstrated exceptional resourcefulness and courage,
earning praise for their lifesaving actions, performed under nearly impossible
conditions.
"He risked his ship and crew to approach us and literally, brought the bow of
his ship within 1 meter of the boat. With extraordinary maneuvering, the ship
again approached us. We were next to the side of the ship...the Indian sailors
wrapped us in blankets. ..we received devoted, warm, heartfelt care and no words
can express my appreciation and gratitude.”

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In May 1972, four seamen perished on board the Zim Tokyo on her first voyage

from New York. During a fierce storm the ship’s engines shut down. A rescue
team was sent over and the ship was eventually towed to Norfolk for repairs.
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The Mezada Saga:
Tragedy, Bravery and Survival

The most serious disaster to strike Zim and the Israeli merchant fleet was the
tragic sinking of the Mezada, which led to a desperate struggle for survival in a
violent sea. The 11 survivors' victorious struggle was bittersweet, as 24 of their
crewmates had drowned in the strong storm that raged in the Bermuda region.
The bulk carrier Mezada, built in Germany in 1960, departed Ashdod on its final
voyage on February 16, 1981, carrying a cargo of potash to Baltimore. On March
6, 1981, the ship encountered a strong storm. On the morning of March 8, faced
with an apparently hopeless situation, the crew prepared to abandon ship

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Saving Life at Sea
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Offering assistance to any vessel in distress is a sacred part of naval tradition. In
1952, Zim'’s first ship, Kedmah, rushed to the aid of the French passenger ship
Champollion, which ran aground on a sandbank near Beirut and sank. Kedmah
rescued 186 passengers and crewmen from certain death. This was just the
beginning of a long tradition that has continued throughout Zim's history.
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® 1957: In the open sea, the Zion picked up a sailor with a serious eye injury

from El Yam’s tanker Yam Suf.
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e June 12, 1957: The Norwegian ship William requested help for a sailor in serious

condition. The passenger ship Israel, under the command of Captain Jacobsen,
changed course and brought the patient on board for medical treatment.
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* 1958: A lifesaving mission aboard Zim's Zion. Captain Ben Berkovitz

maneuvered his ship in stormy seas to bring aboard injured patients from a
Liberian ship and a Greek ship.

ship Bussard on fire in the middle of the sea. Under the command of Captain
Achihu Zeiman, the Etrog rescued all of the Bussard's sailors.
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e January, 1961: In a dramatic sea 360 miles southeast of Puerto Rico, the Dagan
saves 29 sailors from the Greek tanker Kissavos, which sank following an explosion.
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° 1961: Captain Tuvia Smolensk of the Jerusalem received a letter of appreciation

from the American Coast Guard for saving the life of a sailor on a Spanish ship
who was seriously injured in an accident near Bermuda.

Tales of Tankers
and Bulk Carrier Division

Zim's Tankers and Bulk Carriers Division was one of the company’s most dominant
and active sectors during the 1970s and 1980s, operating an assortment of super
tankers and bulk carriers. This was an intensive area of operations that required
a complete infrastructure of experienced crews capable of dealing with many
unusual challenges.

The tankers' crews enjoyed good conditions onboard, but did not have shore
leave, since the ships arrived at remote crude oil terminals rather than bustling
ports. This led to a unique lifestyle and team spirit. The increasing focus on the
container field, as well as various geopolitical and economic changes, slowed
down and eventually ended this unit's operations.

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From Ocean to Ocean

Zim's container ships have been crossing the Panama Canal regularly for over
40 years, making the Zim logo a familiar part of the tropical scenery. The original
plans for the ZCS line included the canal and so for many years Zim built Panamax
ships. These are specially adapted to pass through the narrow locks of the Panama
Canal, connecting the Atlantic and Pacific Oceans. The canal’s widening enabled
the passage of larger ships and Zim is well prepared for the change, with plans
to maintain its significant presence in the canal.
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Crossing the Suez

Zim and its ships took part in historic events that made newspaper headlines. The
Suez Canal and the right to traverse it were crucial political issues during the first
decades of Israel’s existence. In 1956, the Bat Galim was sent to cross the Suez
Canal and its crew, which included Zim personnel, was arrested and sent to an
Egyptian prison. A similar incident occurred in 1967, when the Dolphin was sent
to break the Red Sea blockade. The Ashdod however, made a historic passage
through the Suez Canal after the signing of the peace agreement between Israel
and Egypt ended the blockade and launched a new era for Israeli shipping. Zim
ships have crossed the canal regularly ever since.
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Zim's Stars
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Zim's Stars

Every worldwide shipping company depends
on the representative offices and agents who
deal with day-to-day operations in all the ports
it operates in around the world. Naturally, Zim's
first representative offices were established in
Genoa, Trieste, Marseilles, Antwerp and London
- the European ports in which Zim operated in its
early days. In 1949, another office was opened
in New York. This group of representative offices
grew and developed over the years, weaving
an extensive, diverse organizational and human
tapestry. The title “global company” is a relatively
new one in the business world, but Zim, by its very
nature, was a global company from the beginning.

Many of Zim's agencies and representative offices
have chosen names inspired by Zim's traditional
star motif. The word “Star” appears in the names
of these agencies in a variety of languages, so that
Zim stars shine over the entire globe: Astramaris
in northern Europe, Astromer in Spain, Star
Agency in Singapore, Star Shipping in Argentina
and Thailand, and Steorra in Bulgaria. The stars
also found expression in the names of Zim's
shipping lines, from the Pacific Star Line in the
1960s, to the most recent line established in 2015,
during the company’s 70th year - the Seven Star
Express, whose ships today sail between Asia
and the eastemn United States via the Suez Canal.

These global operations have been the basis for
strong personal friendships that transcend formal
business relationships. Partnerships, friendships
and mutual admiration were built over many
years spent cooperating throughout ongoing
ship and line management, document production,
merchandise transportation, business meetings
and urgent phone calls. This warm personal
atmosphere is deeply embedded in the company’s
DNA. The friendship and trust exists between
Zim's employees, agents and representative
offices as well with Zim's clients, some of whom
have built decades long relationships with Zim.

Zim's representative office in China, which was established in 1995, has now
expanded into an extensive network of agencies serving Chinese commerce
which continues to grow along with the global market. Zim also serves internal
Asian trade, which is growing at one of the fastest rates in the world.

Zim's presence in India is growing rapidly,
with developments in commerce and the
launching of Shared Global Services.

In 1958, Zim’s Director, Dr. Wydra, sent Paul Biro to Japan to investigate eastern Asia’s business development potential. Biro was able to set the stage for operations
that would grow and thrive: the scope of Zim's operations in the region continuously increased for many years. Zim's first line between Japan, Hong Kong and western
Africa, later expanded to Israel, Africa and America. in 1976, Zim's first regional head office in eastern Asia was established in Hong Kong.
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The Alon, Eshel and Shigma
became common sights in
African ports. The Shigma even
appears on a stamp honoring
the Tema port in Ghana.
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Transporting logs from Africa was one of the most important trade sectors since the early 50s. It was a difficult professional challenge for the crew.

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Zim began sending ships to West Africa as early as 1951, primarily to import
timber. This relationship with Africa developed quickly and gained a new level
of importance when Ghanaian President Kwame Nkrumah asked Zim to become
a partner in developing a national Ghanaian shipping company, based on Zim's
model. The result of this fruitful partnership was the Black Star Line.

Zim representatives founded a thriving commercial network in Africa. Soon,
the company would send more representatives to other parts of the continent,
including South Africa and Kenya.

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Making History

A few of the unique characters who have left their mark on Zim's collective memory.
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Aryeh Dyskin
One of the pioneers of Israeli shipping, serving on Zim ships
since its establishment as Boatswain. He carried Seamen'’s
Certificate No. 1, the first issued by the State of Israel.
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"Captain Steve"
Many colorful, unique personalities worked for Zim, but few had as
many adventures as Captain Esteban Hernandorena, known as Steve, a Basque naval
officer and decorated veteran of the Spanish Civil War. Members of the clandestine
immigration movement met Captain Steve in Europe and enlisted him to help the
cause. When the State was established, he settled in Haifa and commanded Zim ships.
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Zvi Herman
Herman, director of Zim passenger lines in the 1940s and
member of its management, was a man of many talents and a
friend of Ben-Gurion. Herman was well-versed in the classics, and wrote a book
about the ancient Phoenicians, as well as poetry, historical novels and memoirs.
His "Conquerors of a Path in the Sea" is an authoritative book on the history of
modern Israeli shipping, part of which is dedicated to Zim's key role in this story.
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Captain Hillel Yarkoni
Captain Yarkoni, a native of Poland, served in the navy and in
the merchant marine, commanded many Zim ships and also held onshore
management positions. Upon retirement, he turned to researching and writing
about Israeli shipping topics. His book "75 Years of Israeli Shipping" documents
information about all registered Israeli ships since the beginning of the 20th
century and comprises a seminal work for those interested in this topic.
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Moshe Wagim
Wagim, a native of Yemen, started his career as a deckhand on the Atid
company’s ships in the 1930s and continued to sail on Norwegian and English ships
during WWII. For decades he served as a boatswain for Zim, instructing generations
of seamen. In later life he became an officer and continued to serve on Zim ships
until his retirement.
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Miriam Fuchs
Known as “Maroushka”, Miriam Fuchs was a young Holocaust
survivor who joined the clandestine Mossad LeAliyah B operations.
She worked on the first Zim ships and was the first woman to become an officer in
the Israeli merchant marine.
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Chief Engineer Haim Zucker
Zucker, one of the leaders of the great seamen’s strike in 1951,

moved on to a long, successful career at sea and on shore. He was
manager of Zim's marine personnel division and headed the Shipping Companies’
union. His book, “The Whole Truth”, documents the life of sailors on Zim's early ships.
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Chaim Bar-Tikva
Bar-Tikva, a native of the lighthouse island of Nordernay in
Northern Germany, joined the Dizengoff Company in 1950 and later became
director of Zim's Agencies Division. For 50 straight years he wrote for Zim's journal
on marine and professional topics. In 1995, he published the book "Zim, A 50-Year
Success Story", which chronicles Zim's history from the time it was established.

Captain Eliezer Aczel

Born in Budapest, Aczel participated in covert operations for the
Allies while commanding Atid cargo ships during WWII — including smuggling
members of the Greek government in exile to safety. He joined Zim at the
very beginning and became captain of several passenger ships. His portrait
adorned the company’s early advertising brochures.
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re Ruth Kliiger-Eliav
T.an 7 Kluger-Eliav participated in the daring clandestine
" immigration operations of the Mossad LeAliya Bet. Upon
joining Zim, she filled various management roles and traveled the world to
raise capital and sell Zim stock.
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George Loinger
A veteran of the French Underground who saved refugee children
during World War Il, George Loinger was personally asked by David Ben-Gurion
himself to establish Zim's first offices in France. He continued managing that
branch of Zim until 1980. In 2013, at age 102, he arrived in Israel for a visit, met
President Peres and visited Zim's headquarters in Haifa.
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Captain Enrico Levi
A native Italian, Captain Levi commanded the Dalin, the first
clandestine immigration ship, on its voyage from ltaly to the
beaches of Givat Olga in 1945. With the establishment of the State of Israel,
Captain Levi joined Zim as the first Israeli captain of the Kedmah. He then
went on to direct Israel's Naval Academy and to become the first director of
Ashdod port.
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Captain Edmond Sagi

Sagi, nicknamed "The Elder Captain", served in the Austro-
Hungarian navy and took command of Har Carmel in 1934. In 1948, he was
put in command of the Negbah and continued to command Zim ships for many
years. His son, Uri, followed in his footsteps and built an impressive career of
his own, both at sea and as a senior manager in Zim.
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Captain Gad Hilb
Hilb was born in 1924 in Germany and began his marine career as a
deck boy in 1938. During World War Il, he served in the British merchant marine.
Beginning in 1946, he commanded clandestine immigration ships, including
the Haim Arlosoroff and the Pan York. He joined Zim in 1950, commanding
company ships and filling various senior administrative positions.
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Prodromos Papavasiliou ("Papa")
Papavasiliou, nicknamed "Papa", was born in 1919 near Famagusta.
His relationship with Israel began providing help for the Jewish refugees interned
in camps in Cyprus. The charismatic "Papa" established friendships with many
of the early Zim staff. In the early 1950s, he established Shoham, Zim's agency
in Cyprus, which is managed to this day by his son, Chris.
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Commander Robert Stevenson Miller DSC
A British naval officer who became a strong advocate of Israel's
shipping endeavors. In 1938, he was appointed director of the Haifa Naval
Academy. During World War I, he commanded British navy battleships
with distinction. In 1945, he joined Zim, first as a captain and afterward as
a superintendent of ship construction and company representative in Spain
and London.
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At the Helm
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Matty Morgenstern

Morgenstern, a native of Romania, immigrated to Israel shortly before the State
of Israel was established and joined Zim in 1947 as a deckhand on its first ship,
the Kedmah, before transferring to shore-based positions. He worked his way
up the ranks to serve in various managerial roles, including manager of Zim
Container Service. In 1984, at the height of a severe industry-wide crisis, he was
appointed Zim CEO and led a successful recovery process. Zim's Container
Services were developed and expanded during his term.
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Doron Goder
Doron Goder, an engineer by training, was a senior
manager at ICL and was appointed Zim President and

CEQ in 2005, shortly after the company was privatized. During his term as
CEO, the company prepared a purchase program that was part of a larger
growth plan. Unfortunately, this plan was eventually interrupted by the global
economic crisis in 2008.
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Yehuda Rotem

Rotem, born in Poland in 1920, joined the seaside Kibbutz Sdot Yam in 1938. He
was active in bringing illegal immigrants into Mandatory Palestine and served in
Israel’s navy in its early days. He was appointed Director of the Department of
Fishing and in 1960, became the manager of Tarshish-Sela shipping company,
which merged with Zim in 1970. Rotem was appointed CEQ in 1974 at a critical
period in Zim's development during which he strongly encouraged the container
shipping aspect of the business.

Dr. Yoram Sebba
Dr. Sebba, born in Tel Aviv in 1941, joined Zim in 1971 and served in various
managerial roles before being appointed President & CEO in 1997. During
his tenure the company continued with its extensive shipbuilding plan and the
scope of its operations grew significantly. From 1994-95 he was a member of
the Israeli government's peace talks team, specializing in transportation issues.
He still lectures on the modern shipping industry at the University of Haifa and is
President of the Chamber of Shipping. In 2015 recived the title of "Outstanding
Citizen" from the City of Haifa.
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Rafi Danieli

After joining Zim in 1978, Danieli served in a variety of commercial and financial
roles. He was appointed CFO in 1996. In 2009, at the beginning of the global
economic crisis, he was appointed President & CEO, leading a complex and
successful financial settlement process that set in motion a change in the
company's ownership and launched numerous structural changes, setting a
new course for Zim.
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Zvi Yechieli

A member of Kibbutz Givat Haim, an organizer of
the parachuting missions into occupied Europe and
co-manager of the merger between Zim and the Mossad
LeAliyah B. He oversaw the construction of the ships that
were builtin the 1950s using WWII reparations.
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Meir Gueron
Born in 1913 in Poland and immigrated to the Land of

Israelin 1933. In 1946, he went on Mossad LeAliya Bet and procurement missions.
He was CEO of Koor Industries Ltd. and of Oil Refineries Ltd. and was appointed
CEO of Zim in 1966. Under Gueron'’s leadership, the company entered a new
stage of development, after closing its passenger lines. He retired from the
position In November 1969.
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Moses Kashti
Born in 1917 in Poland and immigrated to the Land of Israel

in 1935. He was active in the Hagana before going on to serve in the IDF as an
advisor to the Commander in Chief and then as Director General of the Ministry
of Defense. In March 1970, he was appointed CEQ of Zim. Kashti was the driving
force behind Zim’s technological revolution and container service enterprise. In
March, 1974 he passed away while on an assignment for Zim in London.
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Josef Barpel

Known as “Kadmon" he was a member of the Mossad
LeAliyah B. covert immigration organization, responsible
for dozens of clandestine missions. He joined Zim when it
merged with the Mossad LeAliyah B. and became a prominent
figure among the company’s leaders.
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Dr. Naftali Heinz Vidra
Wydra was born in Germany in October, 1909. He studied law

and economics before immigrating to the Land of Israel in 1933. In 1936, he
was appointed Director of the Jewish Agency’s maritime department. In 1947,
he joined Zim as a co-director and in 1963 was appointed sole CEO. He was
Chairman of the Board of Directors of the Israel Ports Authority. In 1969, he
established the Israeli Institute of Shipping and Aviation Research, which was
renamed in his honor in 1987.
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The Global Landscape

At the end of the 1990s, Zim entered an era of
growth and rapid change, establishing itself as
a leader in global shipping, building larger ships
to serve global trade routes and strengthening
the company’s competitive abilities. All of these
changes took place against the backdrop of a
transfer of ownership to the Ofer Brothers Group.
This process was finalized with Zim's privatization
in 2004. The Israel Corporation purchased the
government shares and Zim again embarked on
a new path, with renewed momentum and a new
awareness of its own strength.

Toward the end of the first decade of the 21st
century, as Zim was investing in the construction
of a brand new fleet, a severe financial crisis struck
the global economy and international shipping
industry. Even the ever-volatile shipping industry
was unprepared for such a dramatic extended
recession. Zim, a veteran company experienced
in crises, entered a difficult, exhausting battle for
its survival. Unlike some of Zim's early challenges,
this battle was purely financial and once again,
Zim overcame the threat and carried on.

It was not an easy victory and international
financial experts recognized it as an impressive
accomplishment. But most surprising was Zim's
ability to keep its full network of worldwide trade
routes, as well as all the supporting logistical
operations, running throughout the crisis. Even
as ominous headlines appeared in the media, Zim
continued to serve its clients and earn their trust.

The world has changed drastically in the 70 years
since Zim's founding, and time and again Zim has
proven its ability to reinvent itself, adapt to a new
reality and to navigate its way to the future. The
next 70 years begin now.

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Zim was a pioneer in developing shipping to and from the American
Northwest. These trans-Pacific lines serve the massive Chinese-American
trade while cooperation between Zim and the Canadian railway company
CN enables container transport from the port to destinations in the heart
of the continent. Zim containers travel regularly through the vast expanses
of northern Canada.

A New Era

The collaborations between Zim and the Ofer Brothers Group began as early as
the 1960s. Over the years, Ofer Brothers Group grew to become a giant company
with far-reaching influence in the shipping industry. Ofer Brothers Group became
the controlling owner in the Israel Corporation, Zim's parent company. In 1999, the
company’s original name - “Zim Israel Navigation Company" — was changed to
"Zim Integrated Shipping Services”, to reflect the company’s global reach. When
Zim completed privatization and all government shares were sold, Ofer Brothers
Group became Zim's controlling owner.
